• To analyse key passages and engage in fruitful conversations about 
characterisation and the creation of meaning. 
• To analyse and work on possible general and passage-based questions. 
• To provide tools and ideas to get the novel closer to a 21st Century classroom and 
prepare it for IGCSE.

Contents: • Jane Austen’s world and legacy. 
• Introduction to the historical context. 
• Discussion of genre, characterisation, symbols and motifs. 
• Reading and analysis of key extracts and work on possible questions. 
• Sharing of possible classroom activities.
