e the types of assessment and resources that can guide your lesson planning.

Module 3 - Managing the teaching and learning process

This module tests teachers’ knowledge of what happens in the classroom in terms of the language used by the
teacher or learners, the roles the teacher can fulfil, and the ways in which the teacher can manage and exploit
classroom events and interactions.
